Auditions for the Missoula Children's Theatre (MCT) production of The Emperor’s New Clothes will be held
on Monday, February 18, 2019 at the Red Lodge Community Church, 308 S. Broadway from 3:45 to 5:45
p.m. There are roles for those students Kindergarten through 12t grade. Approximately 50-60 local students
will be cast to appear in the show with the MCT Tour Actor/Director.
