MAPS Testing 

 Roberts School has completed its first round of MAP’s testing.  Data will be sent home with parents in the report cards.  

The most important part of the data for a parent to look at is the percentile score.  This looks at baseline data and theoretically 

tells you wear your son or daughter places in the particular subject out of 100 kids.   

 An example would be a 90th percentile in third grade math, interprets to your student would be approximately 10th best 

out of a random group of 100 kids.  Another example would be 65th percentile means your student would 35th best out of a ran-

dom group of 100 kids.
